Letter Formation:



Here’s where your creativity can really flow! The more ways you have the student practice the letter formation, with a variety of materials and tools, the quicker letter formation will be mastered.



Here’s just a few:




-air drawing of the letters with fingers




-forming letters with sticks or pipe cleaners

-drawing letters with chalk, or finger, on carpet squares

-drawing letters with water and a paintbrush on a chalkboard

-writing letters using a vibrating pen

-drawing letters in the sand, flour, or rice, on a cookie sheet

-writing letters on sand paper with crayon, chalk or pencil 

-writing letters on paper placed over sand paper or window screens with crayon or pencil

-rolling out letters with dough and placed on a laminated letter

-use paper with rectangles for each letter, place a green dot in the top left, explain that all capital letters start at the top, and most start at the top left

-write letters on the board, butcher paper, or other vertical surface

-have the student “guide” a classmate’s hand to write the letter on the board

-use their hands and a flashlight to make “shadow” letters up on the screen (good for learning the lowercase “b” and “d”)
